-spoke with Ralph Ruediger from C&GS regarding funding for the facility evaluation, municipal services to the health center and for repairing and sealing of the hamlet office floor which is close to $40,000.00. At this time there is no funding available 


-discussions have been on-going regarding the By-Laws, these need to be updated as some date back to 1979


-spoke with Gordon Bligh about his rates if he was hired to update the By-Laws.  His rate is $700.00/day plus expenses  


-need a debt forgiveness by-law 


-the hamlet has been providing free caskets and funeral services for the community; it costs an estimated $2000.00 per service. Under the Canada Pension Plan the death benefit is up to a maximum of $2500.00 to help cover the costs of a funeral. This benefit is to go to the person or organization responsible for the costs of the funeral. 


-need a motion to rescind motion 183/2009


-March 15 to 18, 2010 there will be an emergency management training workshop, this will include the Mayor, hamlet administration staff, health, RCMP, school and airports. Joe Savikataaq Jr will be asked to lead this.
